American Red Cross Preschool Aquatics Classes:  Parents are invited to observe all classes from the pool deck 
bleachers.  This class is designed for three and four year olds, and five year olds who are not ready for Level I, as 
their first class without a parent in the water with them.  Children will work on basic swimming skills to help 
prepare them for our American Red Cross Level I class. 

American Red Cross Levels I-V Swim Lessons:  Parents are invited to observe the first and last class from the 
pool deck to view their child’s progress.  Parents are not allowed to watch the middle six lessons.  The fourth class 
is a mandatory Safety Day, and each child will receive a progress report.  Children must be at least five years old 
with little or no swimming experience to register for Level I and must pass each level in order to proceed onto the 
next level.

Location:  Swim lessons are held at the Jenison Aquatics Center, located at Jenison High School, 2140 Bauer Road.  
Enter the large, student parking lot on the west side of the campus.   Drive along the high school building toward 
the football stadium.   When you see a large glass structure, park in a designated parking spot and enter through 
the glass entry way.   This is the pool lobby.   Follow  the first hallway you come to on the right and enter the 
designated locker room (men's, women's, or family for those bringing children of the opposite gender).

General Information:  Specific class requirements and descriptions can be found on our website at 
www.jenisonaquatics.org.  Water temperature is 81 degrees.  The cost for Preschool Aquatics and Level I-V 
Lessons is $51 for Jenison residents and $61 for non residents.

How to Register:  Fill in the attached registration blank completely.  Mail or bring the completed registration form 
and a check or cash to the Jenison Community Education Office, 8375 – 20th Avenue (located in the JPS Admin. 
Bldg., lower level).  No phone registrations will be accepted, and class sizes are limited.   Enrollment is on a first 
come, first serve basis.  You will not receive confirmation and will be notified only if a class is full.  Make all checks 
payable to:  Jenison Public Schools.  

No refunds will be given 
after the first class.  No exceptions!
